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The iiSBE document Plan B: Global and Regional Strategies for the Built Environment Under Climate Change (short name: Plan B) provides policy makers and researchers with background information on the causes and effects of climate change. The document also offers generic recommendations for actions to be taken in urban areas in order to meet the needs of adaptation.

Climate change presents itself in different ways in various parts of the world, and regional conditions are also very different. Therefore, an obvious and important need is to develop regional versions of Plan B to reflect the situations, needs and potentials in various regions.  
This short questionnaire is intended to obtain from respondents information on climate change impacts, existing policies and measures to address impacts and potential actions when there are gaps in policies and measures. Kindly distribute the document to knowledgeable colleagues and ask them to complete and submit the questionnaire; this will allow iiSBE to produce regional Plan Bs.

The idea is for you to use the questionnaire to make a comprehensive description and analysis of the situation in your region or country. Ideally, we might end up with many versions, each one being specific enough to describe the situation and suggested approaches for solutions, but all using a similar structure and terminology.

For all this to make sense, you really have to go through the PPT document, at least the last half (starting at Slide 50), to see the core structure.
